Foundation of Alabama.  This grant will enable all third grade students in the public school systems 

of Rotary District 6880 to have their own personal copy of a Websterôs dictionary. Rotary District 

6880 covers 31 counties in the southern part of the state and includes approximately 23,000 third 

graders attending approximately 400 elementary schools.  Rotary Club members from across the 

district will distribute the dictionaries beginning in September of 2008.   

Research indicates that third grade is the appropriate time for beginning use of a dictionary.  Also 

data shows that most third graders in Alabama do not have personal dictionaries.  Without access to a 

dictionary, assignments both inside and outside the classroom may be limited.
